Support Raising Covenant – Nicaragua Team
Cov·e·nant [kuhv-uh-nuh nt] 1. An agreement, usually formal, between two or more persons to do or not do something specified. 

In the Bible the word Covenant is used to describe a promise between two parties for the purpose of bonding a trusting covenant. Often times God is the initiator of covenants (Genesis. 15, Exodus 19, Galatians 4:24, Hebrews 9). There are also times that people made covenants between each other; Abraham’s covenant with Abimelech in Genesis 21 is an example. This document is written covenant between you and your teammates. You go before God agreeing to the terms below when you agree to this covenant. If you do not agree to this covenant, you will not join the team. 

Verses to consider: Covenant – see verses above, Financial Partnership (Phil. 4.10 – 20, 3 John 5 – 8) Team Unity (John 13.34 - 35)

Based on what the Bible says about being unified as a team and raising financial support for this trip; I _________________________covenant to, if selected for the team, partner with my teammates to raise the financial support required to go on mission, by the appropriate deadlines. I also covenant to support my teammates through prayer, encouragement, and accountability, and when I have fully raised my support to continue to try to raise funds for the team as a whole. 

Based on this covenant, contingent upon my selection for the team, I will:

1. Agree to trust God to provide for this trip as a team.

2. Agree to attend a support raising seminar held by the BCM Staff.
3. Agree to pray for my financial support and the support of my team members.

4. Agree to write and send at least 35 letters to people that I know asking them to partner with me financially to provide for this trip. 

5. Agree to make follow-up phone calls to each of the people to whom I send letters. 

6. Agree to continue to raise support for my team members even if a parent or a donor wants to pay the full amount of this trip. 
A covenant is only as secure as the integrity of the parties involved in the covenant process.
